
SPIT AND POLISH - DRESS CODE  

Updated May 2018 

LEATHER AND RUBBER 
Major Items: Any one of these items are acceptable: 

 Jeans, pants, breeches, chaps, shorts, kilts 

 Shirt, vest, singlet, jacket, apron 

 Biker suit, body suit, wrestling suit 

Harnesses and Braces: Acceptable when worn with a major item or 

 Black or blue jeans/pants 

 Leather or rubber jock 

 Fetish branded pants, shorts or jocks with socks, e.g. Mister B, Nasty Pig 

Other Items: The following are acceptable when worn with a major item: 

 Cuffs, collars, wristbands, boots, sam-browns, belts, jocks, headwear (e.g. caps, hats, pup hoods 
and masks)  

UNIFORM 
Must be "Top to Toe" and include: 

 Armed forces and emergency services 

 Trade e.g. shirt, pants/shorts and boots 

 Skinhead e.g. boots, bleachers, polo shirt, braces 

 Sports e.g. rugby, AFL, soccer (excludes gym/training gear and swimwear) 

WE WILL NOT ALLOW 

 Harnesses worn over a shirt or singlet 

 Fashion/street leather or designer military clothing 
 
NON FETISH CLOTHING 
Non-fetish clothing (e.g. shirts, pants, shorts) and footwear should be black or dark in colour
